A Balancing Act:  Helping Kids Build Better 
Brains 

Children arriving for their first day of school are presumed to have certain abilities:  social, emotional and perceptual.  Their 
competency in each of these areas is a major contribution to their later success in school.  Children need to meet 
perceptual developmental goals.  This includes competency in visual, auditory and motor skills, the three areas needed for 
math, reading and writing abilities.  This workshop will connect brain development to motor development to academic 
development.  Participants will understand perceptual developmental milestones from birth to 6 years old, identify 
deficiencies and implement low cost, easy to develop strategies.  This session will also include participation in an actual 
perceptual motor lab. 

A Head Start on Science:  Encouraging a 
Sense of Wonder 

For the littlest scientists, the whole wide world can be a laboratory for learning.  But early childhood staff often find 
themselves in pathways that are new to them, because they are uncomfortable with teaching science.  Using simple but 
meaningful activities from the Head Start on Science Curriculum, become more capable, comfortable, confident and 
enthusiastic about your own sense of wonder.  Learn how to foster children's powers of observation, their willingness to 
discover and experiment and to increase their knowledge of the scientific world.  The new TEA PreK Guidelines for Science 
will be addressed with each activity, as well as modifications for at-risk and diverse learners.  Take home loads of scientific 
investigations and ideas! 

Algebra for Kids 
Participants will engage in hands-on lessons that address patterns and algebraic thinking.  The lessons are designed to 
give young children experiences that help them develop mathematical vocabulary. 

Autism, Elevators and Vacuum 
CleanerséWhat's Your Special Interest? 

Children with Asperger's Syndrome tend to have "special interests" that are often fascinating and very important to them.  If 
you are new to the world of Asperger's Syndrome, then this interactive make-n-take session is for you!  Come learn about 
the characteristics of Asperger's Syndrome and some ways to use their "special interests" to keep them motivated and to 
help teach new skills. 

Centers:  Links to Literacy  
Carrying a thematic concept of Colors, Shapes and Sizes across the centers, a variety of activities are introduced to 
develop literacy skills. 

Changing the "Misbehavior" Cycle in the 
Pre-K Classroom 

Children's behavior is learned just like any other skill.  It is learned by what is modeled to them daily, what they see on T.V., 
what they hear and see modeled by adults or other children in their life, and by habits they form when responding in anger, 
fear, need for attention or frustration.  As successful teachers of Pre-Schoolers, every day we manage negative behaviors 
with time outs or other consequences to negative behavior.  This training will focus on intervention, intentional teaching 
strategies to use before negative behavior occurs.  "Its more than Just Use Your Words!"  In this fast paced training, you 
will be introduced to books that teach social skills like kindness, cooperation, helpfulness and responsibility to Pre-
Schoolers.  You will learn activities that help children calm themselves down and build relationship with their peers.  It will 
give you practical activities and props to make that help children identify "how" appropriate activities look, sound and feel.  
You won't want to miss this training.  You will leave this training with a new set of skills, tools and ideas to teach appropriate 
social behavior, increase children's awareness of their own social skills - positively and began to break the cycle of 
misbehavior to consequence to misbehavior to consequence, etc. 

Creating Environments to Support Literacy 

Participants will gain an understanding of how to plan and set up preschool and kindergarten learning environments that 
support emergent literacy and foster active learning.  They will also collect ideas for literacy materials, props and ideas to 
enhance learning centers.  They will also support diversity. 



Q & A with Taylor and David Crowe and 
Creating Friendship Supports for Children 
with Autism 

Taylor and his father will conduct a question and answer session regarding life with autism, parenting issues, sibling issues 
and other topic related to autism and family life.  The Circle of Friends concept will be explored. 

Developing Behavior Intervention Plans for 
Young Children  

When young children demonstrate behaviors that disrupt the learning/teaching environment, the results can be traumatic 
for all parties involved.  This presentation will provide direct service providers with strategies to assist in the development of 
behavior intervention plans with specific techniques above and beyond the traditional application of positive and negative 
consequences.  Emphasis will be placed on the teaching of replacement behaviors that will incorporate the teaching of 
ownership and accountability of personal behavior. 

Effects of Legal and Illegal Maternal Drug 
Use during Pregnancy on Infant and Child 
Development 

The session presenter will offer expertise on the effects of prenatal drug-exposure on infant and child development. There 
will be a discussion of legal and illegal drugs. Suggestions on how to handle children who have been affected by prenatal or 
postnatal drug exposure will be explored. 

From Babble to Beyond:  Developing 
Communication Skills in Children Birth to 5 
(A Make and Take) 

This session will concentrate on the use of picture-based communication systems used to develop expressive language in 
children ages 18 months to 5 years.  We will explore using the child's natural environment paired with repeated line story 
books designed to meet specific goals, flip communication systems, low tech visual scenes, and electronic communication 
devices in developing communication skills.  Documentation of student progress, goal setting, and transition of 
communication systems from ECI/home environments to school settings will also be discussed.  Participants will construct 
examples of basic communication systems that can be used to springboard a student from babble to functional 
communication in the natural environment. 

Get in Shape with Geometry 
Participants will begin to understand children's thinking about geometry and spatial reasoning and the role the teacher plays 
while experiencing a variety of age-appropriate, hands-on activities that can be implemented in the classroom immediately. 

Glass Slippers, Poison Apples and Rather 
Ill Tempered Queens (w/Treva Oller) 

This fast paced, hands on session will provide educators with tons of ideas on how to effectively facilitate dramatic play in 
the classroom.  The session will include a make and take and will help clarify what dramatic play is and what it isn't.  Along 
with being just plain fun, dramatic play is credited by Piaget as being one of the purest forms of symbolic thought available 
to young children and a vital contributor to a child's intellectual development. 

Inclusion Without Tears 

"Inclusion Without Tears" is a course designed for Pre-K and PPCD teachers who have students that are participating in the 
inclusion program.  Included in the course, one will learn hands-on activities for differentiated instruction.  These activities 
follow Pre-K math, science, early literacy, and social studies guidelines as well as IEP goals and objectives.  At the end of 
the session, participants will be able to make and take some of their favorite activities. 



Literacy in Motion 

We know that music and movement provide the integration of body and mind to promote reading readiness, 
comprehension, vocabulary, and memory skills.  As you combine reading books aloud with songs and activities that 
enhance the total experience, get ready to watch your children blossom with a joy of reading.  Come join us as we use 
music from "The Learning Station" and explore unique ways for you to put literacy into motion with your children. 

Teaching with Love and Logic 

This approach is based on teaching students to be responsible using a win/win philosophy.  Students win by learning 
responsibility through solving their own problems, and they acquire tools for coping with the real world.  Participants will 
learn how to establish effective control and how to establish a rewarding relationship with their students built on respect and 
trust in the process.  What a deal!  Teaching with love and logic puts the fun back in teaching. 

Multicultural Learning at Any Age! 

Learn how each subject lends itself to multicultural learning in this, activities-oriented, hand-on presentation.  An open mind 
and a sense of humor are required as we explore different cultures through literature and props that tie into existing 
curriculum and that the students of all ages will love! 

Nurturing Seeds of Greatness in Young 
Children 

Learn the seven C's all children need to be successful in life and learning.  Brenda will share fun and easy strategies that 
can be applied in the classroom and at home with a variety of ages.  Participants will have the opportunity to practice 
planting seeds of greatness! 

Pairing American Sign Language with 
Visual Communication to Care for Young 
Children 

In this session, participants will learn to sign approximately 140 concepts to use when caring for young children.  A special 
emphasis on pairing these signs with visual symbols will be addressed.  Participants will also learn to sign simple 
experience stories to their children.  Sentence patterns in American Sign Language will be offered.  Participants will leave 
this session with a basic sign working vocabulary, printouts of visual symbols and the Caring for Young Children book. 

Parenting the Parent 

As educators and staff we have the unique opportunity to interact with the parents of the children we teach and care for on 
a daily basis.  This workshop is designed to take advantage of the teachable moments presented to us by children and 
parents, to teach parenting skills in short "curbside" moments, because sometime we have to "parentò the parents. 

Partnering with Parents 

Parents who are involved in their child's educational program, center-based or home-based are more likely to perceive their 
teacher as a partner in the rearing of their child.  It is through this partnership that parents gain confidence in the program 
and their caregiver.  This feeling of confidence is sensed by the child, which promotes feelings of security and comfort.  
Effective programs and caregivers welcome parents' involvement in the program and create ways for family members to 
contribute time and talents. 

Physical Science Fun for Young Learners 

Teachers will experience hands-on science activities that lead to the attainment of concepts necessary for success on the 
TAKS elementary science test administered at grade 5.  Investigations include exploring properties of matter, energy, 
density, sorting, and measurement practice.  Investigations are followed by student-made products (books, graphic 
organizers, and lab sheets) that demonstrate student learning.

Most parents do not know how to help their children with their education, with 
guidance and support, they may become increasingly involved in home learning activities and find themselves with 
opportunities to teach, to be models, to guide and most of all...have fun with their children in learning activities. 

The STAR Program:  Strategies for 
Teaching based on Autism Research 

The STAR program is a comprehensive behavioral program for young children with autism.  During this session, 
participants will receive an introduction to discrete trial training, pivotal response training and teaching functional routines 
which are instructional strategies used in the STAR Program as well as receive examples of the STAR Autism Program 
lesson plans at each instructional level in order to practice their skills in implementing the program. 

Transitions & Visuals for Early Learners  

The sole purpose of this workshop is for you, the early childhood teacher, to walk away with ideas for visual props to aid in 
daily routines, lessons and manipulative visuals for centers.  You will also gain ideas to help focus students' attention and 
reinforce prior learning through simple transitions.  These activities are currently being successfully implemented in our 
classrooms as well as our colleague's classroom.  (Early Childhood)
