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McKinney-Vento Educational Definition of Homelessness

Children and youth who lack a fixed, regular, and
adequate nighttime residence:

e Sharing the housing of other persons due to the loss of
housing, economic hardship, or similar reason

* Living in motels, hotels, trailer parks, or camping
grounds, due to the lack of alternative adequate
accommodations

e Living in emergency or transitional shelters, or are
abandoned in hospitals

McKinney-Vento Educational Definition of Homelessness
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Living in a public or private place not designated for or
ordinarily used as a regular sleeping accommodation
for human beings

Living in cars, parks, public spaces, abandoned
buildings, substandard housing, bus or train stations, or
similar settings

Migratory children living in the above circumstances
[42 U.S.C. § 11434a(2)]

Unaccompanied youth includes a homeless child or
youth not in the physical custody of a parent or
guardian

[42 U.S.C § 11434a(6)]
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Requirements of McKinney-Vento

» Appoint a local McKinney-Vento liaison
» ldentification of students experiencing homelessness

» Enroll students experiencing homelessness immediately,
even if lacking documentation normally required for
enrollment

» Enroll students experiencing homelessness in free school
meal program

» Continue the student’s education in their school of origin

» Eligible for school of origin transportation if requested by
parent, guardian, or unaccompanied youth if in the best
interest of the student
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Requirements of McKinney-Vento

» Provide services to students experiencing
homelessness that are comparable to those
offered to other students

» Make student records available in a timely manner

» Review and revise policies that may act as barriers
to the enrollment of students experiencing
homelessness

» Provide written notice to parents or guardians
related to the appeal process, when the LEA sends
the student to a school other than the school
requested

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McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act

Ensures students have immediate and equal
access to public education

e States and LEAs must review and revise policies to
remove barriers to school enrollment and retention
of homeless children and youth

 McKinney-Vento defines enrollment as attending
classes and participating fully in school activities
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Enrollment of Students Experiencing Homelessness

If school building are closed due to COVID-19, districts and campuses are
required to fulfill all statutory responsibilities concerning enrollment.

v Ensure the process for enrollment is easy to access and prominently placed on
your district and campus website.

v" McKinney-Vento Liaisons should take the lead on providing services and outreach
to students and families experiencing homelessness.

v’ Facilitate prompt enrollment, identification, and services for identified students.

v" Communicate that students can remain in their school of origin.

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Immunizations

* Students experiencing homelessness shall be
admitted provisionally for 30 calendar days if
acceptable evidence of immunizations is not
available.

* LEAs must refer the parent or guardian to the
local health authority, community health
providers, or other community resources to
obtain required immunizations.
